What we talk about will be a reflection of our
voyage together in our bicultural partnership. We cannot talk about this in isolation.

2. What a privilege to say to Tikanga Pasefika that the time has come when one of us can speak on
our behalf.

e the person at the helm of the waka of Polynesia (the Most Rev’'d Dr W Halapua) must present this
outcome

= speaking from the ‘inside,” it has been a privilege to be part of the St John’s College Trust
Board, General Synod Standing Committee, Te Kotahitanga, General Synod/te Hinota
Whanui and to be here today. | have heard the whole story.

= the world needs holistically well educated Maori people

= Pasefika will be in even deeper poverty if it doesn’t stand alongside Tikanga Maori

= aroha will be revealed

3. Pasefika supports the whole proposal because we haven’t seen where the whole Church has
been engaged. All needs to be on board to look again and use the best it has — the best of
General Synod Standing Committee, Te Kotahitanga, St John’s College Trust Board and General
Synod/te Hinota Whanui.

4. General Synod Standing Committee takes this as a priority.

e allow the moana time, open the door, let the Spirit of God flow through
e if we arrive at a crisis situation, Tikanga Pasefika will ask to cut its share of funding from St John's
College Trust Board, and redirect it to the Children and Young People whose best we haven’t seen as
yet, and to those who will walk alongside them
e the ocean is an immense gift from God and if you define the ocean, you can only define from where
we stand eg Nauru, Papua New Guinea and Polynesia
= we are but a tiny dot of God’s power
= when crisis hits, we are vulnerable. Vulnerability to recognise that God is bigger than all of
us in this issue
= we have the mechanisms to deal with this
= we need to identify this today
This response is the heart of Tikanga Pasefika.

Tikanga Maori
e thanked the Synod/te Hinota for participating in the life of our partnership
= Jikened our partnership to marriage — a difficult relationship with two partners and even
more so with three
= the question is always who is getting what and who misses out?
e has heard all the debates, the history, the paperwork, the reports (positive and negative). It was a
humanly impossible task in the two-year time frame.
e has heard a great deal of talk about our youth and young people but has difficulty putting it into
action
e asked where is the relationship between the Church and Iwi?
e mentioned that Maoridom has had to give up some of its rights as a people to become an ordered
society. This has been detrimental to the welfare of our people.
e was prepared to have an arrangement with its partners
= to support Tikanga Maori in times of great need
®  to nurture common needs
= to embrace the partnership, support each other, and come together in solidarity
e recognised this is not about the school, it is about the survival of a people, to produce leadership
e valued it as a central part to forming its people; many have now died



e congratulated the work of the Anglican Social Services who guard the rights of those who can’t look
after themselves

e has heard the debate and are forging forward, hopefully with the support of its partners

e acknowledged it can’t say that we are partners in Christ if we can’t recognise needs

e talked about things passing through the ‘house’ (Synod/te Hinota). We need to put meaning to what
we say about what we do for the future.

e cherished that we are people at the foot of Jesus

The Rt Rev’'d K Wright spoke of the almost continuous service of the Fitchett Family at General Synod/te
Hinota Whanui since 1883. This Synod/te Hinota marked the end of an era as
Dr AEJ Fitchett announced his retirement.

In response, Dr AEJ Fitchett advised that his thirty years as a member of the Synod/te Hinota had been
good, but he couldn’t have served for that length of time without the considerable support provided at a
Diocesan and National level. He paid the ultimate tribute to his wife Bron, for her unfailing commitment
and support, and asked her to join him on stage. The Synod/te Hinota responded with two standing
ovations.

Thanks and Appreciation

The Most Rev'd D Moxon acknowledged the significant contribution made by the Rt Rev'd TK Pikaahu,
Mrs Ruth Wildbore, the Ven T Hollis, Mr C Clarke and the Rev’'d B Dawson to the General Synod Standing
Committee. All had had a significant influence on Synod/te Hinota business.
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The people of Viti Levu West, led by the Rt Rev'd G Sharma spoke of the many arrangements that took
place to ensure that when Synod/te Hinota representatives arrived, all was organised and in place to
make Synod/te Hinota happen. Budgets may have been stretched but not hearts. The
Rt Rev'd G Sharma made presentations to the three Archbishops, and their spouses, to thank them for
the privilege of looking after Synod/te Hinota and the Church. The Rt Rev'd G Sharma handed the Church
back to the three Archbishops, concluding with the chorus that the Viti Levu Community welcomed
Synod/te Hinota the previous Saturday; “I Love You In The Love Of The Lord.”

The Most Rev'd D Moxon paid tribute to the Rt Rev’'d G Sharma, the Rt Rev’d A Qiliho, Fr RC Fong Toy and
Miss S Hala’api’api — speaking of how the whole Synod/te Hinota had been embraced by the local
hospitality. Each was presented with gifts, and Miss S Hala’api’api was given gifts to distribute to the
youth delegates. The Most Rev'd D Moxon concluded by inviting Tikanga Maori and Tikanga Pakeha to
offer a waiata in English and Maori.

The Rev'd A Burgess said Grace. The evening meal was served as the Whenua dance group continued
with the entertainment.
