The Liturgies of the Word Amendment Statute Confirmation Statute, 2024

Whereas:

(a) The General Synod / Te Hinota Whanui 2022 enacted as Statute number 767 ‘The
Liturgies of the Word Amendment Statute, 2022,” in terms of Part B, Clause 6(a) of the
Constitution/te Pouhere, and Section 4(a) of the Church of England Empowering Act
1928 to authorise amendments to the Formularies, and
